Dr. Singer speaks:
I arrived in Kazakhstan about six months before the pandemic started. 
I was very lucky to have that time to build some relationships.
So, I had a few months here on the ground, and then at the end of December of 2019, I started watching the reports coming from China.
Kazakhstan has a huge border with China.
There is a lot of cross-border trade and the part of China that was affected, near Wuhan, is not far from Kazakhstan.

Ambassador Moser speaks: 
This was a virus that affected every country in the world, and it has been a challenge for us here in Kazakhstan too.
What have we done?
We have done a bunch of things.
CDC itself donated about 1.3 million dollars in assistance.
That was supplemented with over five million dollars from assistance from other parts of the U.S. government.
What did CDC purchase?
Majority of its funds, about 900,000 dollars were spent on laboratory equipment.

Mr. Berezovskiy speaks: 
The equipment that CDC donated to Kazakhstan public health laboratories allows the country to perform more tests.
For example, a laboratory that was able to test two hundred samples a day can now test about a thousand samples a day using the highly efficient PCR machines CDC purchased.

Ms. Kim speaks: 
The equipment donated by CDC will be used beyond the current pandemic for all other possible pathogens and infectious diseases, many of which are very important from public health perspective.
Dr. Singer speaks:
In fact, to this day, most of our global health work is focused on infectious diseases because we know those diseases don’t respect national borders.
By investing in other countries and helping them grow their own health systems, we are able to assist them in controlling the diseases when they occur in their countries, which prevents them from spreading to other parts of the world.
