Regional TA services may include mentoring, consultation, demonstration, skills building,
information, resource development and sharing, and opportunities for reciprocal learning
among peers to increase the HIV prevention knowledge, skills, and competencies of the
nation’s interdisciplinary HIV prevention workforce. The primary focus of regional TA is to
address programmatic challenges to effectively plan, integrate, implement, and sustain

HIV prevention programs and services within a jurisdiction.
