* The percentage of adults who had ever had an HIV test increased from 30.2% in 1998 to
40.0% for the period January through September 2009.

 For both sexes combined, the percentage of persons who ever had an HIV test was highest
among adults aged 25-34 years (58.1%) and 35-44 years (55.7%) and lowest among
adults aged 65 and over (13.5%).

» For age groups 18-24 years, 25-34 years, and 35-44 years, women were more likely than
men to have ever had an HIV test. For adults 65 and over, women were less likely than men
to have ever had an HIV test.
