« For January—June 2011, 6.8% (95% confidence interval = 6.48%—7.20%) of the population
failed to obtain needed medical care due to cost at some time during the past 12 months,
which was not significantly different from the 2010 estimate of 6.9%.

- There was a generally increasing trend in the percentage of persons who failed to obtain
needed medical care due to cost, from 4.3% in 1999 to 6.8% in January—June 2011.

- For both sexes combined, the percentage of persons who failed to obtain needed medical
care due to cost at some time during the past 12 months was 1.8% for those under age 18,
9.7% for those aged 18—64, and 2.6% for those aged 65 and over.

« For adults aged 18-64 and 65 and over, women were more likely than men to have failed to
obtain needed medical care due to cost during the past 12 months.

- After adjustment for age and sex, 8.3% of Hispanic persons, 6.3% of non-Hispanic white
persons, and 8.2% of non-Hispanic black persons failed to obtain needed medical care due
to cost at some time during the year preceding the interview.

« Hispanic persons and non-Hispanic black persons were more likely than non-Hispanic white
persons to have failed to obtain needed medical care due to cost.
