e For January-September 2017, the percentage of persons who had excellent or very good health was 66.5%
(95% confidence interval = 65.81%-67.13%), which was not significantly different from the 2016 estimate of
66.4%.

e The percentage of persons who had excellent or very good health decreased, from 68.5% in 1997 to 65.9% in
2006. Since 2006, the percentage of persons who had excellent or very good health has remained stable.

e For both sexes combined, most persons’ health was either excellent (35.3%) or very good (31.2%). A smaller
percentage of persons had good (23.5%), fair (7.8%), or poor (2.2%) health. This pattern held for males and
females.

e Men were more likely to have excellent health compared with women. Women were more likely than men to
have fair or poor health.

85.0% for those under age 18 years to 64.7% for those aged 18-64, and 46.0% for those aged 65 and over. This
pattern was observed in both men and women.

e For persons of all ages and adults aged 18—-64, males were more likely than females to have excellent or very
good health.

good health was 61.8% for Hispanic persons, 71.0% for non-Hispanic white persons, and 59.8% for non-
Hispanic black persons.

e Of the three race and ethnicity groups, non-Hispanic white persons were more likely to have excellent or very
good health compared with non-Hispanic black persons and Hispanic persons.
