• For January–June 2012, the percentage of persons of all ages who experienced an asthma 
episode in the past 12 months was 4.6% (95% confidence interval = 4.27%–5.01%), which 
was not significantly different from the 2011 estimate of 4.3%. 

 
• The percentage of persons of all ages who experienced an asthma episode in the past 12 

months was lowest in 1999 and 2003 (3.9%) and highest in January–June 2012 (4.6%).

• For both sexes combined, the percentage of persons who had an asthma episode in the past 

12 months was higher among children under age 15 than among persons aged 15–34 and 
35 and over. 

 
• For children under age 15, the percentage who had an asthma episode in the past 12 

months was higher among boys (6.7%) than girls (4.7%). For persons of all ages, and for 
the age groups 15–34 and 35 and over, the percentage was higher among females than 
among males.

• For children under age 15, the sex-adjusted percentages who had an asthma episode in the 
past 12 months were 5.0% for Hispanic children, 4.7% for non-Hispanic white children, and 
11.1% for non-Hispanic black children. 

 
• For persons aged 15 and over, the sex-adjusted percentages who had an asthma episode in 

the past 12 months were 3.8% for Hispanic persons, 4.4% for non-Hispanic white persons, 
and 5.2% for non-Hispanic black persons. 
 

• After adjustment for sex, non-Hispanic black children under age 15 had the highest 
percentage of having an asthma episode in the past 12 months compared with the other 
race/ethnicity and age groups.

• For January–June 2012, 8.9% (95% confidence interval = 8.41%–9.38%) of persons of all 

ages currently had asthma. This was not significantly different from the 2011 estimate of 
8.6%. 

 
• The percentage of current asthma among persons of all ages generally increased from 7.1% 

in 2003 to 8.9% in January–June 2012.

under age 15 and aged 15-34. 
 

• For persons of all ages, and for persons aged 15–34 and 35 and over, the prevalence of 
current asthma was higher among females than among males. For persons under age 15, 
the prevalence of current asthma was higher among males than females.

• For children under age 15, the sex-adjusted prevalence of current asthma was higher 
among non-Hispanic black children (18.0%) than among Hispanic children (9.5%) and non-
Hispanic white children (7.6%). 

 
• For persons aged 15 and over, the sex-adjusted prevalence of current asthma was lower 

among Hispanic persons (6.6%) than among non-Hispanic white persons (8.9%) and non-
Hispanic black persons (10.6%).
