2006.

Smaller
percentages of persons had good (23.6%), fair (7.6%), or poor (2.2%) health.

® Men were more likely than women to have excellent health. Women were more likely than men to have fair
health.

® Forboth sexes combined, the percentage of persons with excellent or very good health decreased with age:
84.4% for those under age 18, 64.6% for those aged 18-64, and 45.2% for those aged 65 and over. This
pattern was seen in both men and women.

® For persons of all ages combined and for the age group 18-64, men were more likely than women to have
excellent or very good health.

® After adjustment for age and sex, the percentage of persons who had excellent or very good health was 61.4%
for Hispanic persons, 70.6% for non-Hispanic white persons, and 57.5% for non-Hispanic black persons.

®  Of the three race/ethnicity groups, non-Hispanic white persons were most likely to have excellent or very
good health followed by Hispanic persons and non-Hispanic black persons.
