® For January-June 2015, the percentage of adults aged 18 and over who were current cigarette smokers was
14.9% (95% confidence interval = 14.05%-15.70%), which was lower than the 2014 estimate of 16.8%.

® The prevalence of current cigarette smoking among U.S. adults declined from 24.7% in 1997 to 14.9% in
January-June 2015.

® For both sexes combined, the percentage of adults who were current cigarette smokers was lower among
adults aged 65 and over (7.9%) than among those aged 18-44 (16.3%) and 45-64 (16.7%). This pattern in
current cigarette smoking by age group was seen in both men and women.

® For adults aged 18 and over and for the age groups 18-44, 45-64, and 65 and over, men were more likely than
women to be current cigarette smokers.

Hispanic white adults.
