2025 SAS Requests Due October 18

On Monday, October 7, PHEP project officers will begin to email Statistical Analysis Software (SAS) license
renewal instructions and request forms to recipients. Recipients must sign and return completed forms to
their PHEP project officers by Friday, October 18. The current SAS licenses will expire December 31. CDC
will begin to distribute fiscal year 2025 licenses in January 2025 through March 31, 2025, from a CDC SAS
License Manager. Recipients should contact their PHEP project officers for additional information.

CDC Issues HAN Update for Prevention Strategies for Mpox in US Travelers

CDC has issued a Health Alert Network (HAN) Health Update regarding the ongoing outbreak of clade |
monkeypox virus (MPXV) in Central and Eastern Africa. This update builds on earlier advisories, including
HAN Health Advisory 501 from December 2023 and HAN Health Update 513 from August 2024.

MPXYV transmission in endemic countries typically occurs through exposure to infected wildlife and
subsequently through close personal contact. During the global clade Il outbreak, human-to-human
transmission of mpox has been predominantly spreading through sexual contact, with an infected person. In
2024, the Democratic Republic of the Congo (DRC) reported over 21,000 suspected clade | mpox cases,
marking its highest annual total. Clade la cases primarily affect the western DRC, while Clade Ib cases are
concentrated in the east, often linked to sexual contact and regional travel.

Although the United States continues to be affected by an ongoing global outbreak of clade || mpox that
began in 2022, no domestic cases of clade | mpox have been identified in the United States at this time.
Continue to follow CDC'’s current vaccine guidance to prevent clade Il MPXV infection, which continues to
circulate in the United States, and will also help protect against clade | MPXV.

CDC Updates Oropouche Virus Guidance

Oropouche is an emerging virus in the Americas. The virus is spread to people by infected biting midges and
some mosquito species. Some of the common symptoms include fever and chills, diarrhea, and rash.
Infection during pregnancy has been associated with fetal death and possible birth defects.

From late 2023-2024, outbreaks of Oropouche virus disease have been reported in several countries in
South America and the Caribbean. Travel-associated cases among U.S. residents have been reported, but
local transmission has not been detected in the United States. Although the likelihood of Oropouche
spreading widely in the continental United States is low due to differences in climate, types of biting midges
and mosquitoes, and lifestyles (such as the use of air conditioning), some cases may occur in limited areas.

Travelers to affected areas should protect themselves from bug bites. Pregnant people should avoid non-
essential travel to areas with an Oropouche virus Level 2 Travel Health Notice. Upon return, prevent bug
bites for three weeks after travel to prevent spread of the virus. For more information visit: 5 things you need
to know about Oropouche.
