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Based on the totality of the scientific evidence, the Science Team assesses
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Administrator reviews Science Team findings and STAC recommendation, if any, and determines whether
there is sufficient evidence of a causal association to propose adding a health condition to the List
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** The Administrator may engage the Scientific/Technical Advisory

Committee (STAC) at any point in the process prior to the determination.
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
